FEES
Term fees are to be paid in full prior to the commencement of each term.
All students are enrolled by the term. Please be reminded that fees are non-
refundable. Mad Cow cannot accept responsibility for changes to students’
personal circumstances which may prevent class attendance so no absent credits
or make up classes will be given.
If fees are not paid by week 5 a late fee of $11 will be incurred.
All card transaction will have a 2.86% fee added to fees.
If you are experiencing difficulties paying, please let us know immediately so that
alternative arrangements for payment may be considered. Please note that while it
may be possible to pay by installments, we do not offer credit. We reserve the
right to send outstanding fees to a collection agency and to recover agency costs.
That agency may pass the debtors personal details to a credit reference bureau.
Please give four weeks written notice of discontinuation of classes.

STUDENTS SAFETY & HYGIENE
Food and drink are not permitted at any Mad Cow venue. (This
includes Birthday Cakes). An exception is made for bottled water. Chewing gum
and bubblegum are not permitted on the premises or in class.
For health reasons, students are NOT permitted to share drinks, makeup, hair-
brushes etc.
Students are asked to wear loose comfortable clothing to class. This doesn’t
include school uniform, skirts or dresses which severely compromise the respect-
ability and participation abilities of students in some exercises. This will allow
more freedom of movement. Mad Cow T/Shirts are available through the office.
Participation is at your own risk and you must follow all safety procedures as
instructed
Parents are asked to pick up their children promptly from venues. Please do not
make them come to your vehicle and cross traffic areas unattended. This also
minimizes stranger danger .

ATTENDANCE & BEHAVIOUR
All students must maintain an exemplary standard of behaviour. We understand
that “kids will be kids” but swearing is not allowed and bullying is unacceptable.
In the event of absence we request parents phone the office so that all students
can be accounted for. Due to class structure we cannot do makeup classes.
Students should arrive at venue for the class on time.
Friends of students are not permitted to ‘come along’ to any class unless the office
has been contacted, an enrolment form completed and a Drop-In fee paid.
Disrespectful Behaviour will be dealt with by placing the student in question in a
“Hot Seat” for 3-5 minutes. Three placements in “Hot Seat” during a term may lead
to the student being expelled from classes with no refund. Parents will be notified
after two Hot Seat placements have occurred during the one term.
